On Good Friday we remember the death of Jesus on the Cross and on Easter Sunday we 
celebrate the resurrection of Jesus. For those who wish to remember their deceased 
relatives and friends at this time of the resurrection we will place white flowers, mostly 
lilies near or before the altar at Easter and offer up the intention for your deceased at the 
offertory.
